Advisers: Reserve your hotel rooms early by calling 800-228-9290 or 703-920-3230, and identify that you are
attending the 2010 LEAD Conference for student councils and honor societies. Rates: Room rates are $149 per
room, per night plus taxes (currently 10.25%) and must be guaranteed by one night’s deposit on a major
credit card. Rates are on a first-come basis according to the hotel’s room block capacity or the deadline date,
whichever occurs first. Deadline: The reservation deadline is January 13, 2010, but don’t wait. Make your
reservations early.

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Adviser/Student Ratio Criteria
The adviser/student ratio must not be less than 1/12 for high school students and 1/10 for middle level
students.
